ISSUE:  

Based on an exterior visual evaluation of the structure at 1601 W 1st ( HIGHLAND ADDITION, S20, T13, R02, 

Block 5, Lot 1-8, Lots 27, 28, INC W 40’ VAC Monroe ADJ, LESS R/W.), city inspection staff determined that 

the structure is dangerous and therefore uninhabitable.   

BACKGROUND: 

City staff conducted a visual inspection of the dwelling at 1601 W 1st and found the structure to be structurally 

unsafe and dangerous. This property was not only inspected this year but also in a previous code case from 

2023.   

• Shingle damage and holes through sheathing in roof both north and south roof slopes.

• Back porch roof damaged to danger of collapse

• Fascia and soffit damage in multiple areas.

• Accessory structure shingle damage and holes in sheathing through roof.

• Various small tree growth around the foundation of structure.

Additional Background: 

The structure has been vacant prior to 2017. Since my position was hired the official caretaker has been Roger 

Seymour. Past code violations for this parcel include nuisance and weed violations and inoperable vehicle 

violations. In 2023 dangerous structure violations were sent to this address. Roger called March 31, 2023, to 

speak with me about property. Other than typical yard maintenance no work was witnessed on structure.  

Early in 2024 another code case for dangerous structure was started for this property. Roger set up a time for 

a meeting at the property. I discussed that for the dangerous structure proceedings to stop both a building

permit and a roof permit will need to be issued. After the meeting Roger took the necessary steps to get both a 

roof permit and a building permit. Permits were issued May 6, 2024, but no work commenced in 30 days.
